Palazzo Albrizzi, Cannaregio 4118, Venice

As already in 2009 the artistic itinerary of Détournement Venise invites us to Palazzo Albrizzi, seat of the Italian-German Cultural Society in the quarter of Cannaregio, which will host three important exhibitions of Contemporary Art during the summer months. On Saturday 12th of June the first event presents two well known artist of international level, Tullio Brunone e Irmfried Windbichler, accompanied by the young and promising artist Federica Gonnelli. Creating art in an historical building, rendering visible the resistant string that connects human minds through  in the course of Time and in the infinity of the Space, aiming at an interpretation of History which is an indispensable plot, a tissue for a network of contemporary exhibition routes. And furthermore uniting creative minds of different generations and artistic expressions in the same exhibition sites without imposing any limit dictated by their physical or professional age. These are the basic principles suggested by Elisabeth Sarah Gluckstein for Détournement Venise – a project that actually exercises its second edition with a growing number of exhibition sites spread over the City of Venice.

The conceptual co-existence of the three participants starts in the space  “ Introitus” on the ground floor, dedicated to a series of interactive interventions by Tullio Brunone, entitled Trittico Sensibile.Brunone teaches Applied Multimedia Languages at the Academy of Brera.

On the first floor we meet the Austrian architect and designer Irmfried Windbichler in the Sala Neoclassica with a series of twelve drawings entitled Nocturnes. Windbichler reconnects with the surrealist practice of using the dream and the subconsciousness as a source of creativity.

The Florentine artist Federica Gonnelli occupies the Central Space of the Galleria with her video installation Spazio Corpo Tempo which can be considered as an extension of the body and consists of various elements such as images, objects and sounds.

The opening of the exhibitions is accompanied by a music performance. The piano player Emanuele Frenzilli presents a rich repertoire including pieces by Haydn, Chopin, Rachmaninov and Liszt.

The initiative is promoted by the art & architecture factory in collaboration with ACIT Venezia, Italian-German Cultural Society. The exhibitions last until August 10. Every day from 10 / 13 and 17/19. Closed on holidays.

The protagonists of the exhibitions will be present at the Vernissage which will take place on Saturday, June 12 at 5.30 p.m. at Palazzo Albrizzi, Cannaregio 4118.
